• Natural disaster 

Or any number of various emergencies that happen in the city that require a 
response from the fire department. 
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Volunteer firefighters will undergo extensive training (weekly training nights) so 
they are prepared to respond to and work at emergency scenes. This training will 
continue after the recruit period to stay sharp on the skills and continue to learn 
new skills.
