Accepted household items include, but are not limited to:

Anti-freeze, adhesives, aerosols, automotive and household batteries, cleaners, corrosives,
fuels, mercury, oxidizers, poisons, paint cans and spray paint, pharmaceuticals, solvents, and
electronic waste.

Items not accepted include:

Used oil, oil filters, oil containers, tires, propane tanks, biological waste, infectious waste,
radioactive waste, explosives, ammunition, and industrial waste.

Residents are asked to keep labels on any materials they bring for disposal. Labels help identify
the materials, support proper disposal, and reduce the need to test unknown substances.
