Community Clean Up 
is our chance to rearrange it back into garbage bags. 

Bags, gloves, and supplies will be available starting at 9:00 AM outside the Iqaluit Centennial 
Library/Unikkaarvik Visitor Centre. Grab supplies, pick a spot, fill a bag, tie it off, and leave it 
roadside for City staff to collect.  

Governments, businesses, and organizations are encouraged to give employees time to 
participate. It’s a great way to support the community, spend time outside, and replace emails 
with garbage bags even for only 30 minutes, it makes a difference. 

A volunteer appreciation cookout will take place from 11:30 AM to 1:30 PM outside the 
Library/Visitor Centre, featuring hotdogs, drinks, and random prize draws for participants. 
Honestly, not a bad way to spend a Friday.  

In case of bad weather, the alternate clean up date is Friday, June 26, 2026.
