Sunday October 24, 2021 from 1:00PM to 3:00PM at Nakasuk School and the Arctic Winter
Games Arena Complex

Household limits will be in effect throughout the water distribution. We recommend that this
water be used for consumption only.

Residents are reminded to wear a mask, and that social distancing is required. Children are to
be accompanied by an adult and require supervision at all times in water distribution areas due
to the volume of vehicular traffic.
