Water Conservation: Please be “water wise” 
August 3rd, 2018 (IQALUIT, NUNAVUT) – The City of Iqaluit is kindly requesting our residents, visitors and businesses to conserve water.  In part, this is due to the lower precipitation experienced in June and uncertainty about this summer and fall precipitation.  Not wasting water is good for our City water supply, good for the environment and saves money on water bills.  
Here are some following suggestions:
Run water only when using it, e.g. turn off water while brushing your teeth.  This saves 6 litres per minute.   

Please take a 5-minute shower instead of a bath.  A full bath tub requires 265 litres of water.  Modern showerheads use 9 litres of water per minute; a 5-minute shower only uses 35 litres.  

Please do not wash vehicles with city supplied water.  
Each person doing their part in being “water wise” helps our community conserve water.
